What agreat time | had once again this year at the NRADC held at Mystic Valley Hunt
Club in October. Unfortunately there was not a CDA team this year so | decided to join
the Weatogue Warriors from Weatogue Stables that consisted of Cynthia Clarke Padalillo,
Heather Morrical, Barri Belnap and myself.

Three of us rode First level while Cynthiadid Third level on Bobbi Carleton’s mare Dream
Weaver which she had ridden maybe six times before the events due to her own horse
being lame. Did we have adisadvantage? Noway! Out of five teamswe held our own
and came in third in the team competition with a score that was only three points below the
top two teams.

All team members also rode a freestyle test for combined individua scores that were
placed to tenth place. Briar was a very good girl and won her test on Saturday with a
66%. On Sunday we placed second in the freestyle with a 67% and we eventualy placed
third in the individual competition.

The competition consists of three to four riders per team. Everyone rides the highest test
of their levels on Saturday and then on either Friday or Sunday everyone rides a freestyle
test for acombined individual score.

‘EQUINE HEALTH’ EVENING COURSE STARTS DECEMBER 5th
Waterbury, CT — Another course in the series of six accelerated EQUINE HUSBANDRY
EVENING CLASSES offered by Post University’s Equine Department will start on MONDAY, December
5th in MacDermid Hall (room 209) on the main Waterbury campus from 6:30-9:30 PM.

The EQUINE HEALTH classes will cover many important areas really vital for any horse care
giver to know, including how to recognize early problems, together with information on disease
prevention (appropriate vaccinations etc.) and proper nursing care. Since horses seem to delight in
injuring themselves, accident prevention tips and first aid treatments for all types of wounds will be given.
Also discussed will be administration of medications, what the veterinarian needs to know, how to deal

with colic and lameness, and many other important points that will help to keep a horse healthy

throughout the year.

While can be easy to find someone to teach you to ride, a way of
learning good horse care is more difficult to find. This series of
courses will help as they are designed to cover the all important
information needed to look after horses correctly. So many
F~ students have found these courses invaluable — “I learned so

much at every class — besides, we had fun exchanging ideas on
horses and their care,” said a student, who now has her
Certificate.
